Approval of August Meeting Notes

Wade asked if there was a motion to approve the June minutes.

OWEB Focused Investment Partnership Grant 

Cheryl McGinnis from the Clackamas River Basin Council gave the group an overview of an OWEB Focused Investment Partnership Grant that they recently received.  The purpose of this grant is to formalize basin partnerships, identify limiting factors for fish, and develop a strategic plan that will address habitat conservation and restoration needs for inland aquatic habitat for native fish species that are addressed in the Lower Columbia River Conservation and Recovery Plan.  Kim told the group that the CRWP was a recognized Partner and would be attending these meetings and be a part of the strategic planning process, and that she would keep CRWP members apprised of what was happening.
Emergency Bottle Water Project

Kim told the group that included in their meeting packet was an After Action Report for the Emergency Water Bottle Project.  She said that there were a number of lessons learned that she would implement if the group decides to do the program again.  She said overall everything went very smoothly and that getting bottles that weren't picked up to CRWP members probably took the most time and put some burden back on member organizations to figure out what to do with extra bottles.  She said she currently has almost 200 people on a notification list if we decide to do the program again.
Program Updates
Watershed Tour - Kim told the group that the Annual watershed tour was at the beginning of October and that 25 people participated.  The tour focused on the lower watershed and she said that she received very good feedback from the participants.
Pesticide Collection Event - Kim told the group that the CRWP was working with the Soil and Water Conservation District to sponsor a Pesticide Collection event to get old and unwanted chemicals out of watershed and disposed of correctly.  She said they currently had 20 agricultural user signed up for the event. 

County Fuel Task Force - Kim told the group that the County had asked her to be on a Fuel Task Force on behalf of the water providers.  The purpose of the Fuel Task Force will be to develop a fuel plan for maintaining an adequate supply of petroleum, oil, and lubricant (POL) products to support emergency response operations during local emergencies and/or following a catastrophic event/major disaster within Clackamas County.  Kim said that the first meeting is later this month and that she would keep everyone apprised of what was going on.
PGE Dam Failure - Kim told the group that she has been participating in a work group with PGE, Clackamas County and other stakeholder regarding dam failure.  The workgroup has just completed a Dam Failure Annex which will be incorporated in the County EOP that establishes procedures for warning, evacuation and sheltering of affected populations, inundation maps for each dam, and a stakeholder notification list.  The workgroup is continuing to work on public outreach and notification processes.
GRPs and SRF Grant - Kim showed the group the online webmap with the Geographic Response Plans (GRPs) that were developed this past year with the Clackamas Spill Committee.  She said that she was working with Herrera this year to complete two more GRPs and to refine some of the information that is currently on the map.  The purpose of the webmap is for first responders to have easy access to information on how to responds to hazardous material spills in the Clackamas and what they should do to protect our drinking water intakes. 
Kim also told the group that she had just received a $30,000 SRF Drinking Water Protection Grant to continue to work on hazardous material spill prevent in the Clackamas Industrial area. 

Christine shared the new CRWP interactive watershed which can be found by going to map http://www.clackamasproviders.org/interactive-watershed-map/.  She also shared the new CRWP public outreach piece for teachers. 
CRWP Budget Process & Next meeting 

Kim told the group that they typically meet in December but since they were meeting this month she didn't think she would have a lot for an agenda unless people were interested in getting together.  She said their next meeting would be in February and at that meeting you would be providing everyone with the proposed budget for FY 2017-18.  The group agreed to just meet in February.

LO Pipeline Project Cooperative Agreement

At the last meeting it was agreed that construction of the pipeline at the LO/Tigard treatment plant should be completed as part of the current treatment plant construction but people need more information on cost.  Joel said that he had received costs for this and that they are around $134,000 but that authorization to proceed would need to happen before the end of September.  Wade said that Sunrise, the NCCWC, and SFWB would talk off line about how to move forward.
Roundtable 

Tigard
John Goodrich said that Tigard has just completed its first round of water system lead and copper sampling after switching to the Clackamas River.  He said that all the results were a lot lower than the results they saw when they were on the Bull Run system.  
Lake Oswego
Joel Komarek said that that they were in the process of updating their Water Master Plan and that it was going to include a section on Source Resiliency.  He also said that they just received a large check from Energy Trust for implementing energy saving throughout their project.
Estacada 
Dave Stone said he didn't have an updated for Estacada. 
SFWB 
John Collins said that their Water Master Plan was almost finalized. 

OLWD
Dan Bradley said that there is a County hearing on Thursday to create new boundaries for the combined new organization Oak Lodge Water Services.  He said that once this was finished it would go to Metro to be signed off on and that it was anticipated that the new organization would be official starting January 1 of 2017.
CRW 
Todd Heidgerken said that CRW was currently working on Emergency Communication Study that they would be reaching out to CRWP members to get information on what kind of radios each organization uses.  He also said that they were moving forward on the design of two new reservoirs. 
Sunrise 

Wade Hathhorn said that the 172nd area was growing like crazy that they were trying to work with the City of Happy Valley regarding the placement of new reservoirs to meet future water demands in this growing area.
WES

Andrew Swanson said that at the County hearing on Thursday there would be a discussion regarding creating a new Chapter 190 organization for the Tri City Wastewater treatment plant that would include the Cities of Oregon City, West Linn, Gladstone and CCSD#1.  He also said there had been some conversation with the City of Happy Valley regarding the City taking over stormwater/ sanitary system within the City limits
