Clackamas River Basin Council update

Cheryl McGinnis provided the group with an update on the OWEB Focus Investment Partnership for the Clackamas basin.  These efforts are focusing on aquatic habitat for native fish species and through the FIP grant the partnership has been looking at limiting factors and identifying project that will be included in the Strategic Plan which will be submitted for a implementation funding grant.  Suzie Cloutier provided the group with an update on the CRBC/CRWP Pesticide Pledge program. 
CRWP BGA presentation
Bren Bletscher, Clackamas Community College study and current CRWP Intern told the group about the Algal Research and Monitoring Study he is currently working on for the CRWP/CRW.  He said the purpose of this work is to 1) recognize a pattern of algae species in the water so that we might be able to anticipate an algal bloom, and 2) to develop the ability to detect toxins in our water source. 
CFD#1 - Hazmat Vehicle Show and Tell

Captain Michael Carlsen of Clackamas Fire District #1 showed the group their new Hazardous Material Response vehicle and talked about how they have been building their response capabilities for the past few years so that Clackamas County wouldn't have to rely on response from Gresham Hazmat or TVFR.

Summer Events - Christine told the group that she has been at a number of events this summer and that the Gladstone Festival and Clackamas County Fair were coming up in August.
2018 Calendar - Christine told the group that the 2018 Conservation Calendar was complete and that she 
would be distributing the calendars to schools and member offices starting in October.
