Clackamas County Public Health - Boil Water Notice Coordination 
Kim told the group that she had been working with Clackamas County Public Health to develop a notification procedure and common talk point around Boil Water Notification similar to what they did in Washington County a number of years ago. Julie Hamilton from County Public Health said that because food processes businesses, restaurants, child care centers, and senior living facilities fall under some of the permitted facilities that public health works with they can be an additional resource for those businesses during a boil water event.  In addition to the feedback that was received at the meeting Kim said she would send out both documents again if anyone was has more comments along with the Opflow article she mentioned in the meeting. 

Ground Water Study Update

Kim told the group that she had initially had funding in the CRWP budget to work on this project but that it was determined that Sunrise Water Authority staff could be used to do some of the ground work which would save money.  Wade said that the purpose of this effort was to be able to identify what conditions create low flow river conditions.  Kims said that she would hook up the Sunrise staff person with Rob Annear at Geosyntec to talk about what kind of analysis can be made with the data that has been collected.

CRWP Annual Report and 5 Year Workplan Check In 
Kim told the group that the CRWP Annual Report and the quarterly staff reports were two ways she communicates with the Board regarding what the CRWP is working on.  She provided everyone with a copy of the 5 year workplan and showed how this plan helps determine what project or programs are part of the annual budget process.  She also shared the revised AWWA Source Water Protection Standard and said that she felt that the CRWP 5 year workplan met most of the guidelines outlined in the AWWA standard.  She said that the current work plan goes through 2020 and that she anticipates getting a small ad hoc committee together during the fall of 2018 to beginning working on the workplan for the next five years. 
Program Updates
CRWP Annual Watershed Tour - Kim told the group that she currently had over 30 people signed up for the watershed tour and that she had a good representation of elected officials from CRWP member organizations.
Stormdrain Marker Installation - Kim told the group that through the SRF grant that she had purchased stromdrain markers for the Clackamas Industrial area and that through the partnership with WES that WES used their contract with Project Payback to install over 700 markers in this area in September.
Member Roundtable
CRW - Todd said that they had just completed their Collective Bargaining Agreement and had finally resolved the issue of the Carver Bridge pipeline with the County

LO/Tigard - They have just finalized a staff sharing agreement that will allow Jennifer Joe and Kevin MCkaleb to do work in the respective cities.
LO - They are working on their Water Master Plan and part of this effort is identifying a water system "backbone"

Sunrise - Wade said they are continuing to look at water reuse opportunities.
SFWB/Oregon City - John said that they were recovering from a really busy summer and that they are starting to see a lot of growth and annexations in the Oregon City area. 

WES - Andrew said that they are starting to do more industrial customer stormwater management inspections.
