Approval of August Meeting Notes

Todd Heidgerken made a motion to approve the minutes for the August CRWP meeting.  John Goodrich seconded the motion.  The motion passes unanimously.

New Cyanotoxin Rules 
Kim introduced Kari Salis from the Oregon Health Authority to talk about the new cyanotoxin rules that the state is in the process of finalizing.  Kari said the biggest difference between the temporary rule and the permanent rule are the two different risk categories for water systems which are "susceptible" and "potentially susceptible".  The permanent rules also include a genetic screen component.  Kari said that OHA had been working with OWUC and others on the new rules and that they would be out for public comment October 22nd - November 30th with the rules being finalized and effective on December 27th.  The CRWP agreed to send some additional comments to Kari regarding the new rules.   
Joint Summer Water Management/Drought Planning 
Kari told the group that Lake Oswego and Tigard had hired Rob Annear from Geosyntec to develop a curtailment calculator tool for them to help determine when they would have to go into curtailment and how much they would need to reduce water use.  Currently this tool is comprised of two excel spreadsheet which are somewhat cumbersome and are subject to operator error.  For these reasons LO/Tigard were looking at alternatives to make this tool better and were interested in seeing if other CRWP members would be interested in supporting and having access to this tool.  There was interest from CRPW members so Kim said she would follow up with Rob to get a more formal proposal and cost estimate that will be up for consideration at the next CRWP meeting. 
Program Updates
Annual Report
- Kim said that she had email everyone the FT 2017-18 Annual Report but that she had hard copies available if anyone wanted to talk them.


Macro Sampling - Kim told the group that in September they began a new three year cycle of macroinvertebrate sampling at 5 locations in the mainstem of the lower river.   The report for this year's effort should be finalized early next calendar year.

GRP Drill - Kim said that 40 people from EPA, DEQ, ODOT, WES, Clackamas County, and CFD#1 participated in functional drill to deploy booming strategies to protect CRW's intake and a stormwater outfall at Riverside Park.  An after action report will be available by the end of October.

Watershed Tour- Kim said that she had 51 people signed up for watershed tour/float on October 6th.  The tour will float from Carver Park to Clackamette Park with stops at two WES restoration projects and all of our drinking water intakes.  
CRBC Council Position - Kim told the group that CRBC is currently looking for someone to be a water representative on the Council's Board.  Kim said this could be an elected official or staff person from a CRWP member agency.  

Activity Book & Calendar - Kim passed out copies of the new WAter Calendar and Activity Book.  She said that Christine will be distributing both of these to schools and CRWP member offices in the next few weeks.


2018 SRF - Drinking Water Protection Watershed Model Grant- Kim said that the CRWP had received a new grant to produce a watershed model that will be used for outreach efforts.  She said that they are currently in the process of get grant contract signature and should be kicking off this project by the end of October.
Next CRWP meeting is scheduled for Wednesday, December 5th, 2018 from 9am – 11am at the NCCWC water treatment plant.
