Clackamas Partnership and OWEB Focus Investment Partnership Grant
Cheryl McGinnis of CRBC provided the group with an update on the Clackamas Partnership and the OWEB implementation Grant that was just awarded to the Partnership. The OWEB FIP Priority Focus for the Clackamas is on aquatic habitat for native fish species.  These include: spring and fall Chinook salmon, coho, winter steelhead, and chum salmon, pacific lamprey, and Bull Trout. The Focus area includes not only the Clackamas River Watershed but also Johnson Creek, Kellogg Creek, Abernethy Creek, and a reach of the Willamette River. The restoration project actions will address habitat complexity through off-channel habitat re-connection and in-channel large wood placement to catalyze channel and floodplain processes.

The Clackamas Partnership Project Tracker website https://www.clackamaspartnership.org/ has all the of the proposed restoration projects along with the Strategic Restoration Action Plan which will  guide implementation of the voluntary restoration actions designed to improve stream habitat, water quality, and native fish populations.  OWEB awarded the Partnership $3,454,580 of a 6-year planned total investment of $8,744,080 to support fish habitat restoration in the Clackamas River Basin.  Kim told the group that the CRWP is a recognized Supporting Partner in the Clackamas Partnership.  
CRWP Proposed Budget for FY 2019-20
Kim told the group that the Proposed CRWP Budget for FY 2019-20 has an over 1% decrease in Total Program Requirements while increasing member's dues.  Personnel service includes cost of living increases based on CPI for the Portland metropolitan area, but overall costs remain flat due to reductions in health care costs. The Public Outreach and Education Program has a proposed increase of 20%.  This increase supports the $15,000 SRF grant that was award to the CRWP at the end of 2018.  The Watershed Program proposes a 6% decrease. This decrease proposes to discontinue raw and finished water cyanotoxin testing for Estacada and Lake Oswego due to the new OHA Cyanotoxin testing rules.  The program also provides funding for a USGS Journal Article, and funding for watershed data collection and analysis.  There were a few questions regarding eliminating the Cyanotoxin testing but it was determined that CRW's lab will have the technology to test for the additional toxins of concern.
Summer Messaging Update

Kim provided  a summary and summer messaging outline based off of the special meeting that was held in January.  The issue of HOA's fining homeowner for not having green lawns was discussed as a barrier to reducing summer irrigation watering.  Kim said that it was their intent to bring content and the visual look of the new campaign for everyone to comment on to the April meeting.
New Risk and Resiliency Requirements

Kim said that she would continue to put this on the agenda so that member can continue to share how they are meeting these new requirements. 
Program Updates
Shake Alert - Kim provided some information to member regarding the shake alter program and that they were still looking at organizations that might be a shake alert site.  Kim said she would see if Bob Willis of RH2 could talk more about this program.
SRF - Watershed Model grant - Kim told the group that Christine had just selected a vendor to work on this project and that they anticipated that the 3 maps/models would be completed by summer.
