Program Updates

Approval of August CRWP Meeting Notes

Todd asked if there was a motion to approve the August minutes.  
John Goodrich made a motion, and John Collins seconded the motion.   The minutes were approved unanimously. 

Public Comment

None

CRBC/PRRC Presentations
Kim said that she wanted to introduce two partners, Pat Kaczmarek from the Clackamas River Basin Council (CRBC) and Brittney Wendell from the Pacific Northwest Pollution Prevention Center (PPRC), that she has been working with to implement source water protection programs.  She mentioned that the final reports for both organizations for the work they completed for the CRWP are on the CRWP website and that she would send everyone copies of their presentations.
Pat Kaczmarek from CRBC provided the group with an overview of the pesticide reduction work that CRBC has been working on with the CRWP. This includes revamping the pesticide facts sheets and the Parting with Pesticide Pledge Program.  Pat said that she focusing these efforts on new residences and urban area within the watershed.  Brittney Wendell, from PPRC told the group that they had been working on Spill Prevention efforts with the CRWP for almost three years.  This work started under SRF Drinking Water Protection Grant and is now supported by CRWP funds.  PRRC has been working on the ground with commercial and industrial customers to provide technically assistance and tools for hazardous material spill prevention.

CRWP Business

Kim Told the group that there were a number of items that she needed feedback on from CRWP members. 
Curtailment Calculator Tool – Kim asked if anyone had used the Curtailment Calculator Tool this summer and if anyone had questions or issues with the Tool.  Kim said that she has been working with Geosyntec and Lake Oswego to automate Lake Owego’s withdrawals into the tool.  This work is mostly finished and that CRWP members would get a refresher on how the tool works next spring.  
CRWP Board Communications – Kim said that the last time the CRWP had looked at how staff communicates with the Board was back in 2013 and that she and Todd were looking at if any changes needed to be made in what was being reported or how it should be reported out. If members had any suggested change Kim aske them to send them to her and Todd.
Bain Communications Meeting – Kim said that she had put together a list of CRWP representatives and Public information people along with a draft agenda for a potential Basin Communication meeting and wanted to know if there was interest in moving forward with scheduling a meeting. There was consensus that this was important but should start with a smaller group of folks to determine what is most important. 

Program Updates 

Public Outreach/Conservation Updates

Conservation Rebates - Christine told the group that the CRWP had processed more rebate applications in three months than we had in most years, and that additional funding had been taken from other areas in the Outreach budget to support processes rebates but those funds had now been expended also.  There was a conversation with the group regarding whether to allocate additional funding to go just notify customers that funding for this year had been depleted and would be available again next fiscal year.  It was agreed that we let people know that funding for the program had been depleted.  Christine also recommended that we reduce the Smart Irrigation Controller rebate from $200 to $100 for next year which will help the money go farther.
Fish on the Run, Irrigation Done.  Christine told the group that she had received pledge form for six yard signs, that an electronic add was on the Clackamas Review and reginal newspapers websites for the during the month of August.  She also told the group that the Campaign Focus Group being done in partnership with PSU was scheduled for October 8th. 
Watershed Program Updates

Watershed Tour - Kim told the group that the Annual Watershed Tour was scheduled for Saturday October 5th and that 40 people had RSVPed.  The tour will be in the upper watershed with presentations from the USFS, PGE and ODFW.
Oregon Emergency Management Association (OEMA) Annual Conference – Kim said that she was giving an hour-long presentation at this conference on Water Providers Working with Emergency Management Agencies to Protect Drinking Water which will talk about all of the Hazardous Material Spill work the CRWP has been working for the past few years.
NW Climate Conference – Kim said that shew was representing the CRWP on two different panels at this conference the first was Resilient Water Resource Governance in the Pacific NW Panel (Confederated Tribes of the Umatilla, Multnomah County, OWEB, CWS) the second with PSU professors and students on the Clackamas Watershed Resilience Project and Interdisciplinary Model for Conducting Climate Impact Assessment.
PSU School of Environment Speaker Series – Kim said she would be co-presenting with staff from Water Environment Service on October 17th on how to tackle social-ecological problems through collaborations and working with multi-disciplinary teams through the work with PSU on the Clackamas Resiliency Project.
Pesticide Collection Event – Kim said she was partnering with CDWSC and ODA to sponsor a pesticide collection event for Clackamas agriculture owners so that old and unused pesticides can be disposed of properly. The event will take place on October 26th.
OR Wildfire Focus Group – Kim said she was asked to be part of this focus group at the end of October to represent Clackamas basin water providers.  She told the group that she had asked the PSU graduate student who has been working on the Fire component of the Clackamas Resiliency Project to accompany her.
Clackamas Focused Investment Partnership Technical Review Team – Kim said she was asked to be part of the Technical Review Team which will be reviewing the first round of Clackamas Partnership restoration application at the end of the month.
Grants – Kim told the group that she had been approached by NRCS and DEQ regarding putting together a National Water Quality Initiative (NWQI) Readiness Proposal for NRCS Source Water Protection funding.  Kim said this proposal was submitted to NRCS headquarter at the end of September and that she would know more about if funding was approved later this fall. She said that she had also ben approached by Coastal Quest about submitting a proposal for an OWEB Partnership Technical Assistance Grant to develop a 10-year Strategic Action Plan for the CRWP.  This proposal was submitted in early October and Kim said she would know more if the proposal would be funded in January.
Roundtable Updates

SFWB – John Collins said they were working on a succession plan.
WES – Andrew said he had been working with DEQ to fix the OERS notifications that we receive and that he thought it was now fixed. 
Lake Oswego – They have just hired a contractor to complete their new Risk and Resiliency Plan.

Estacada – They are in the process of building a new reservoir.

Tigard – They are still participating in the Willamette Water Supply Group

OLWS – They are in the process of moving their water system assets into a system with all their stormwater and wastewater information. 
CRW – Their lab has been certified by the state to run test for cyanotoxins and they are currently working on a water treatment plant mater plan
Next CRWP meeting is scheduled for Wednesday, December 4th, 2019 from 9am – 11am at the NCCWC water treatment plant.
